Per your request, please frod enclosed information regarding the proposed erosion control measures and environmental
commitments tbat ,willbe implemented to prevent slope erosion in the area of Fort Attaway during the construction of the subject
project. Permanent erosion control matting, noted as a soil stabilizer that promotes permanent long-term vegetation growth, will
be utilized in the area of Fort Attaway to stabilize the slopes that lie within the project's area of potential effect (APE), just below
the earthwork. The Department believes that this measure, as well as restricting disturbance to the existing vegetation where
feasible, will ensure that Fort Attaway is not damaged as a result of slope erosion during project construction. These measures,

applied effectively, should also be contributing elements that protect the slopes and the resource in the future. It must be noted

Attaway tWd the adjacent slopes outside the APE will ensure the preservation of the resource and may ultimately determine
suCcess of tbeDepartment's commitments.
